b) Likely to be significant in terms of its effects on communities living or working in an area comprising two or more wards or electoral
divisions in the area of the Council.

Non-key decisions do not need to be listed on the Forward Plan before a decision can be taken.
Each item on the Forward Plan lists who will take the decision, the earliest the decision can be made, whether the forthcoming report is

likely to contain exempt or confidential information, and who you can contact for further information. For more general information on the
Forward Plan, please contact Governance and Councillor Liaison.
