The venue is situated in the Queensway and Bayswater cumulative impact area, a locality where there is
traditionally high crime and disorder. We have concerns that this application will cause further policing
problems in an already demanding area.

| am keen to ensure that the hours for sale of alcohol, the hours of opening, and the times at which
deliveries to the premises are permitted are appropriate, proportionate, and compliant with the City
Council’s Statement of Licensing Policy 2016.

Sale of alcohol is sought from 7am to 11pm Mon-Sun. The opening hours are proposed to be the same.
Although a number of conditions are proposed with the application, there is nothing proposed to limit
times for deliveries to times when residents are less likely to be disturbed.

I have the following points to make:

1. The opening time is very early, particularly on a Sundays, bank holidays and public holidays. Although
| appreciate that a convenience store will want to open early — and currently does so- 7am is very early
to open and to sell alcohol, particularly on Sundays, bank holidays and public holidays.

2. The premises is situated in a ‘cumulative impact area’ as designated in the City Council’s Statement of
Licensing Policy. The application therefore engages Policy CIP, the ‘cumulative impact’ policy, and Policy
0Ss2.

3. An opening time and commencement time of 7am for sale of alcohol Mon-Sun does not comply with
Policy HRS1. No explanation is provided in the application as to why the operating hours should be
outside of ‘core hours’. Perhaps the time for sale of alcohol should be amended to comply

with ‘core hours’.

4. An opening hour of 7am means that staff will be arriving even earlier than this, with the potential for
associated noise.




5. A terminal hour of 11pm on a Sunday seems late.

6. Very importantly, and regardless of what hours are permitted for the licence to operate, deliveries and
other servicing are liable to cause a nuisance unless appropriate conditions are imposed. My experience
of the operation of the current licence is precisely this. We have been

experiencing a chronic noise nuisance from the deliveries to the Sainsbury’s store since 2009. The lorries
and vans arrives past 11pm, many a times leave the engine running while the trolley cages are loaded
and unloaded which adds to the noise. My family has been woken up several times due to the noise and
we are unable to leave our windows open during the summer months due to the loud noise and
disturbance from Sainsbury. A history of noise complaints against Sainsbury’s is available with the
Westminster Noise Team

7. | attach a couple of photographs demonstrating the late night deliveries. Deliveries frequently take
place as late as 12.30 am and at times, as early as 5am. More photos and videos of late night deliveries
available at request.

Proposed conditions

1. Although there is no condition on the current licence restricting servicing times, condition 17 on
planning permission ref: 14/10572/FULL states that ‘All servicing for the retail (Class A1) unit hereby
approved must take place between 07.00 and 22.00 Monday to Saturday and 10.00 and 16.00 on
Sunday. Servicing includes loading and unloading goods from vehicles and putting rubbish outside the
building. (C23DA)’. Whilst noting for the record that this condition does not appear to be fully complied
with, we would like a condition on the licence setting out the same hours, but also including bank holidays
and public holidays, as follows:

‘No servicing shall take place between 22.00 and 07.00 on the following day on Monday —Saturday, or
between 16.00 and 10.00 on the following day on Sundays, bank holidays and public holidays. Servicing
includes loading and unloading goods from vehicles and putting rubbish outside the building’

The current planning permission (ref: 14/10572/FULL) does not permit customers to be on the premises
before 8am on Sundays, bank holidays and public holidays. | feel very strongly that some respite for
residents should be available on these days, and so propose a condition as follows:

‘Customers shall not be permitted on the premises before 07.00 or after

23.00 Mon-Sat, or before 08.00 or after 22.30 Sundays, bank holidays and public holidays.’

Outside of the hours authorised for the sale of alcohol and whilst the premises are open
to the public, the licence holder shall ensure that all alcohol within the trading area of the
premises (and for the avoidance of doubt this does not include the alcohol behind the
counter) is secured in a locked store room or behind locked grilles, locked screens or
locked cabinet doors so as to prevent access to the alcohol by customers.

.No more than 15% of the sales area shall be used at any one time for the sale,
exposure for sale, or display of alcohol.

.There shall be no self-service of spirits except for spirit mixtures with an ABV not
exceeding 5.5% ABV

14.There shall be no sale of beer, lager or cider with an ABV content of 5.5% ABV or above
save for premium products which have been agreed with the police (email authority will
suffice).

An incident log shall be kept at the premises, and made available on request to an

authorised officer of the City Council or the Police, which will record the following:
(a) all crimes reported to the venue
(b) any complaints received concerning crime and disorder
(c) any incidents of disorder
(d) any faults in the CCTV system
(e) any refusal of the sale of alcohol
(f) any visit by a relevant authority or emergency service.

All sales of alcohol for consumption off the premises shall be in sealed containers only,
and shall not be consumed on the premises.

No licensable activities shall take place at the premises until the premises has been
assessed as satisfactory by the Environmental Health Consultation Team at which time
this condition shall be removed from the Licence by the licensing authority.

The premises licence holder will at all times maintain adequate levels of staff and
security. Such staff and security will be disclosed, on request, to the licensing authority
and police.

Signage will be displayed at the exit of the premises requesting customers leaving the
premises late at night to do so quietly and with consideration so as not to disturb nearby
residents.



20. All waste shall be properly presented and placed out for collection no earlier than 30
minutes before the scheduled
collection times.
